NC Relief Map Salt Dough Directions

Thank you for offering to make salt dough for our NC relief map!   
There are 3 regions of NC- the coast, piedmont, and mountains.  Each  
region will be represented by a different color salt dough.  The coast will be blue, the piedmont will be red, and the mountains will be  
green.  The recipe below will make enough dough to form approximately  
13 tennis ball sized dough balls- please form the dough balls and put  
each one into a sandwich sized zip lock bag.  You will only have to  
make one color of dough and this will be assigned.  We need 26 dough  
balls and I found it easier to mix the dough up in two batches instead of all at once so use the recipe below and simply do the process twice.

4 cups flour
2 cups salt
1 tsp alum (you can find this in the spice section of the grocery store)
food coloring (one small container is plenty)
1 1/2 cups water (as you mix the dough you may find you need a little  
more water if it seems too dry so add a little at a time)
26 sandwich size zip lock bags

Add food coloring to the water before pouring water on dry  
ingredients- add enough food coloring to deeply color the water.  Mix  
all dry ingredients- pour on colored water and mix throughly.  Add  
more water ( small amounts) as needed to form a soft dough the  
consistency of play dough.   Form dough into balls slightly smaller  
than a tennis ball- put into sandwich sized zip lock bags and close  
securely.  Repeat process- in the end you will have approximately 26  
dough balls.  Thank you so much- without you we could not make our  
relief maps!
